my eyes to the principles of living a ful-
filling Jewish life.

Editor’s note: Following is the speech
given by Commencement Speaker Sarah
Neibart.

Going to college is an important rite
of passage for American Jews, exempli-
fied by the fact that 72% of non-Ortho-
dox and 50% of Orthodox Jews under the
age of 30 attend or have attended college.

Virtually universal Jewish college at-
tendance in the United States has been
accompanied by Jews' general accept-
ance into major elite colleges (like Wis-
consin); however, this was not always the
case. In the 1920s and 1930s Jews re-
sponded to discrimination on university
campuses in part by filing lawsuits and
formal complaints. Even on the Univer-
sity of Wisconsin-Madison campus, Jews
faced discrimination. When my grandfa-
ther came here in the 40s, Jews were not
allowed in the public dorms.

Thankfully, we have come a long way,
and the establishment of Hillels through-
out the country has had a lot to do with
the increasing number of Jewish students
on college campuses.

I decided to go to the University of
Wisconsin-Madison pretty late in the
game. My dad took me to visit on Mifflin
weekend, I know pretty dangerous. My
father and I were walking on Langdon,
and he saw the Hillel building. He was
in awe, he even commented that it was
better then the University of Pennsylva-
nia Hillel Building, which if you know
my dad, means a lot. When we came in,
we were greeted by Director Greg Stein-
berger and Mrs. Langer. I remember that
day so vividly, it was the first time I in-
teracted with anyone within the Univer-
sity of Wisconsin-Madison community,
and I immediately felt at home. Both Di-
rector Steinberger and Mrs. Langer were
so welcoming and happy to talk to us.
They told me about their kids, students
they knew that were involved in Hillel,
and the different ways to get involved.
After leaving, I think my dad wanted to
move into this building, but I just felt
comfort knowing that a place like Hillel
existed for me at Wisconsin.

Months later, I arrived on campus, and
for the first time, I felt homesick. I called
my mom up and she told me that I had to
make a community for myself in Madi-
son like I had in NJ. I then decided to at-
tend services and became active in Hillel.
It was something that was a constant for
me, it gave me a chance to take a break
from my hectic week and spiritually con-
nect to G-d and my community. My in-
volvement in Hillel through services
allowed me to meet some of my best
friends, but also motivated me to get in-
volved in Israel advocacy groups, and the
alternative spring break trip to Rwanda.

The alternative spring break in
Rwanda gave me a chance to take what I
had learned about public service at Wis-
consin and infuse those values with
Tikkum Olam, repairing the world. After
spending a week learning about the
Rwandan Genocide, and the Aghazo
Shalom Youth Village where we were

volunteering, we observed Shabbat in
Rwanda. After a beautiful Shabbat serv-
ice looking out onto the rolling hills of
Rwanda, we sang Varsity together, which
made me realize the reach the University
of Wisconsin-Madison and the Wisconsin
Idea has in the world. I returned back to
campus motivated as ever to advocate for
the Jewish community and the values we
share.

For the remainder of college, I became
involved in MADPAC otherwise known
as Badgers for Israel. For those of you
who don't know, a college campus can be
a very anti-Israel environment, and for a
student like me who started in politics as
an advocate for Israel and has a strong
connection to the Jewish State, that was
incredibly frustrating. Being involved in
Badgers for Israel gave me the opportu-
nity to connect with students, faculty,
staff, and administrators who were edu-
cated supporters of the Jewish State. It
made me realize the shared values and re-
sponsibility Jews from around the world
feel towards the State of Israel and it was
something that both was profound and
meaningful to me.

From my experiences in Hillel and
being an involved Jew on campus, I have
found that Judaism is a social responsi-
bility, it is a calling, and it is a motivation
to be active. Hillel makes it easier and a
pleasure to be a Jew on a college campus.
90 years ago, the very first Hillel opened
at the University of Illinois; now there are
Hillels on 550 campuses around the
world.

This to me looks like progress, and I
am graduating knowing future Jewish
students will have a place to observe,
learn, and call home on a campus like I
did.

Before I turn over the mic to Chancel-
lor Rebecca Blank to allow her to give a
few remarks on graduation I wanted to
leave my fellow classmates with some
words of Torah from a 19th century
Rabbi, The Kotzker Rebbe: “A person
should have a piece of paper in each side
pocket. On one it should be written, ‘The
world was created just for me.” And in
the other, ‘I am originated from only dust
and ashes.” The trick in life is to know
when to take out which piece of paper.”
In other words, there are times people
should be reminded of their importance
and to take full advantage of the great op-
portunities in the world; but, there are
also times one must avoid arrogance, ex-
cessive pride and selfish motives. If
every human being could put aside
his/her personal drama and realize how
truly amazing he/she is, just to be a per-
son of the world and see the equal worth
of their fellow man, this world would be
a better place.

Geoffrey Ludvik, a graduate student in
the department of Anthropology, also re-
ceived a Lipton Study Abroad Award to
carry out a study of stone bead production
in ancient Israel. Gina Malagold, a grad-
uate student in the department of History
and also a recipient of the Lipton Study
Abroad award, will travel to Jerusalem to
conduct archival research on the role of Is-
rael in the “Dirty War” in Argentina and its
aftermath.

Several other award recipients were
honored for general excellence in the field
of Jewish Studies. Catherine Bonesho, a
graduate student in the department of He-
brew & Semitic Studies, is the recipient of
the Robert and Beverly Natelson Family
Scholarship.

Sophomore Gabrielle Schwartzman,
who is majoring in both Jewish Studies and
biology, received the Tobias Major/Certifi-
cate Award. The Lipton Major/Certificate
award, given to the strongest senior in Jew-
ish Studies, was given to Jacob Beckert,
who also majored in History and Hebrew
and minored in Middle East Studies. Beck-
ert also received the undergraduate Lipton
Essay Award for his senior capstone thesis,
“Beyond the Shadows of Auschwitz: Is-
rael, Iran, and the Nuclear Middle East.”
Samantha Alch received an honorable
mention for her essay “African Americans
and Jews in America: A Complicated Re-

lationship in Music.” Nathaniel Greene
received the graduate-level award for his
essay “The Rhetorical Force Of The
Divine Feminine.”

“These scholarships and awards have a
profound impact—not only on our stu-
dents, but also on the people and commu-
nities they work with,” noted Laurie
Silverberg, associate director of the Center
for Jewish Studies. “Travel grants allow
our graduate students to carry out ambi-
tious research projects around the world,
while scholarships give both undergradu-
ate and graduate students the freedom to
focus on their studies without having to
hold down multiple jobs.”

When Nan Youngerman retired
from a vibrant teaching career, she
stepped into a volunteer position re-
quiring energy, commitment and a
good deal of roll-up-your-sleeves
activity. As the President of Jewish
Social Services, she has a wide va-
riety of obligations, from attending
long decision-making meetings to
K.P. duty.

Relationships have developed
that are deep. There is a spirit of
caring that comes not just from the
staff and volunteers, but permeates
every part of the program.

# Agrace
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Palestinian MD Lauds Israel for Saving Children

MONTREAL — Palestinian doctor
Wafiq Othman told a Montreal audience
he went to Israel with great trepidation,
unsure he could ever trust his Israeli col-
leagues.

But he was able to overcome his mis-
givings because of their common aim of
saving the lives of children with heart
problems who live in the Middle East and
other areas where
they cannot receive
the surgery they
need. w
The anesthesiolo-
gist completed six years of training at
Save a Child’s Heart (SACH), an inter-
national humanitarian program based at
the Wolfson Medical Centre in Holon. He
returned to the West Bank and is now co-
ordinator for all the Palestinian doctors
and other medical professionals who
come to the renowned program to up-
grade desperately needed skills.

Othman, who spoke on May 12 at the
offices of Richter, has another reason to
urge philanthropic support for SACH: it
saved his younger brother’s life.

The boy, like many of the kids SACH
treats, had congenital heart disease. He
was operated on in the Palestinian terri-
tories, but was not doing well. In fact, the
SACH team was not certain he was a
candidate for further surgery because of
his condition.

But the procedure was a success, and
the 14-year-old is now well enough to be
back at school, Othman said.

“When I came to SACH in 2006, it
was very hard at the beginning to get
used to working with Israelis, finding a

way to trust and understand them. But the
Wolfson team embraced me, and I
quickly became part of the SACH fam-
ily.”

Today, five Palestinians are training at
SACH, which since its founding in 1996,
has treated — free of charge — more than
3,400 underprivileged children from 48
countries, over half of them in the Pales-

tinian territories and

other neighbouring

countries including

Iraq, Jordan and

Syria, 30 per cent in
Africa and the rest in mostly developing
countries around the globe.

He remembers being at the operation
of a Palestinian child from Gaza during
Israel’s conflict with Hamas. “A journal-
ist was there, and he asked the surgeon,
Dr. [Lior] Sasson [SACH lead surgeon],
if he didn’t think he might be treating a
Palestinian who would come back one
day and kill Israeli children?

“Dr. Sasson said, ‘No, I think these
children will come back and do peace be-
tween Israelis and Palestinians.”” Oth-
man knew then he had come to the right
place.

“I want to tell you that SACH is sav-
ing the hearts of children, but it is touch-
ing the hearts of all of their families,” he
said. “A small kid does not know what is
happening to them, but their mother and
father do.”

The mothers often accompany the
children, staying in the SACH children’s
home opened in 2012. SACH also holds
weekly clinics on the West Bank.

Othman was joined at Richter by Dr.
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Yayu Mekonnen, a 30-year-old Ethiopian
general surgeon who is entering the third
of his five years of training at SACH.
When he returns, he will be the first pe-
diatric heart surgeon in that country of 90
million people.

“I received a warm welcome from
every member of the team,” Mekonnen
said. “They are like fathers and brothers
to me... To see a [formerly] sick child
smiling and running around is an amaz-
ing thing.”

With them was Dr. Hagi Dekel, an Is-
raeli pediatric cardiac surgeon who has
volunteered — as all medical professionals
do — with SACH for the past 10 years. He
is currently in Toronto on a two-year fel-
lowship, having just completed a year at
the Sunnybrook Health Sciences Centre
and about to start the second at the Hos-
pital for Sick Children. When he returns
to Israel, Dekel will be the No. 2 surgeon
on the SACH team.

Their talk was an introduction to
SACH for most present. This United Na-
tions recognized program has a Canadian
fundraising arm based in Toronto, and,
said its executive director Karen Dia-
mond, activity has been concentrated
there, except for a SACH students club at
McGill University.

Richter, an almost 90 year-old finan-
cial services firm, its partners and staff
are the honorees of this year’s Jewish Na-
tional Fund Negev Dinner on June 11.
Part of the proceeds will go toward the
construction of a therapeutic courtyard at
SACH’s soon to be built International
Pediatric Cardiac Centre, on the grounds
of Wolfson hospital.

Young Teacher Promotes Jewish
Continuity in Ancient Community

Geula is 21, born and raised in Djerba,
Tunisia, to a Jewish family whose roots
here go back for centuries. But in the
spirit of the times—and her country —she
isn’t spending much time looking at the
past. Instead, she sets
her sights on her
work as a teacher,
equipping her female w
students with the
tools to be the next link in the unbroken
chain she believes makes her community
special.

“I think it is very important to be a
teacher. I see myself as a leader and a
guide to my students,” says Geula. “Par-
ents give life; teachers give knowledge. I
take a lot of pride in fulfilling my role.”

Geula teaches at Torah v’Hinuch, the
first Jewish girls’ school in Djerba that
was founded in the 1950s. Today approx-
imately 130 girls are enrolled in the
school, where she teaches Judaism,
Torah, Talmud, and Hebrew. Students at-
tend class six days a week, getting time
off only on Jewish calendar holidays;
there is no summer vacation.

In the afternoons she works at Kanfei
Yonah, a new, supplementary afternoon
Jewish girls’ school where nearly 90
young women between the ages 8 and 18
study.

JDC, which has been operating in
Tunisia since the 1950s aiding the com-
munity and providing care for the aged,
sick, and poor, supports both schools
where Geula works, as well as Jewish ed-

ucation in Tunis and
Zarzis.

Because there is
no formal training
for teachers here,

Geula researches everything that she
wants to teach the girls on her own, con-
sulting books, talking to people, and
going online. Although she teaches all
her subjects in Hebrew, Geula has to be
prepared to discuss the finer points in
Arabic, which is the mother tongue for
her and her pupils. As a result, her classes
are among the few in the world where
subjects like the Talmud are studied in
Arabic.

Geula herself attended the girls’
school as a child, and independently
completed her high school diploma at the
state school. That’s where she learned the
foundations for the secular classes she
teaches, which include Nature, Geogra-
phy, and Grammar. Later, she passed the
Jerusalem exam, a test given by the
Hebrew University in Jerusalem to help
standardize the quality of Hebrew and
Jewish education worldwide. Today she
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lectures on a variety of topics to ensure
her students are schooled in both Jewish
and secular subjects and prepared for
whatever lies ahead.

As a Jew in a predominantly Muslim
country, Geula says she feels, “what I
imagine every Jew in exile feels. We are
fine, but we are in exile.” Recent turmoil
in the state has not adversely affected the
community. “It was quiet before and it is
quiet now. But people are also asking
themselves new questions, ‘“What do we
do next? Do we stay or do we go?’ There
is an uncertainty that we haven’t felt be-
fore.”

Geula takes too much pride in her
community to consider leaving. She
adores her family, which she considers to
include all of her fellow Jews in Djerba.
“We are a really special community, a
united community. We feel true solidarity
because everyone follows Judaism and
preserves the traditions. We’ve been here
for 2,000 years and we continue to be
here because we help one another.”

Geula also sees herself as a link to a
larger, more international Jewish life. Re-
cently, she brought her students into the
Global Day of Jewish Learning, an event
that raises a universal Jewish theme for
discussion in communities worldwide.
This year’s topic was the Sh’ma, Ju-

Dekel said SACH has grown in a way
its founder, the late Dr. Amir Cohen,
could never have foreseen. It began with
the former marine surgeon getting two
Ethiopian children into Israel for surgery.
There was no funding, but Cohen firmly
believed every child, wherever they were
from, should be given a chance to live.

“We can and we should” was his
motto.

Dekel recalled being present during
the operation on a child from Gaza while
militants’ rockets were dropping near the
hospital.

“We are trying to change things... We
hope when they go home, they will say,
“‘I was in Israel, they were not so bad,””
he said.

With staff and equipment donated,
SACH keeps the cost of each surgery
down to about $10,000. It would be
closer to $200,000 in most western coun-
tries, he said.

Today, we have food and doctors,
so the JDC continues to help our young-
sters by supporting our schools and edu-
cation, which represent our community’s
future.”

In
a group with 25 other kids you eat your
bland tasting roll with chocolate milk out
of a square bag... You play some sports,
do some arts and crafts, shout and yell
with the rest of your group songs to sup-

port the random name you choose for
your group! This type of camp ends at
4:00 pm, happy and sweaty you get back
on the bus to your air conditioned home.

3. The overnight camp:

Some very lucky kids, many who
have American backgrounds, get to go to
overnight camps. Those campers travel
around the country, participate in a color-
war (like camps in America!l), eat their
meals together and swim every day in
nice community pools.

As a 12 year old, I was a babysitter in
the summers, a day camper enjoying
ruach (spirit) sessions with her friends,
and a sports camp counselor. What did |
learn as a camper in Israel? Chocolate
milk in a bag is really tasty!

Mickey and I are looking forward to
a new summer experience here in Madi-
son.

We hope you will join us on Sundays
from noon to 3 p.m. at the Goodman
Campus pool in the Israeli tent where we
will have activities for kids and conver-
sations and information for everyone.

Peruvian Diplomat Posthumously
Honored By Yad Vashem For
Saving Jews During World War 11

Peru's consul in Geneva during World
War II, José Maria Barreto recently be-
came the first Peruvian to be named by Yad
Vashem, Israel’s Holocaust memorial in-
stitution, as Righteous Among the Nations,
for helping to save Jews from the Holo-
caust.

By 1938, the government of Peru had
given instructions to all of its consulates in
Europe not to issue visas to foreign immi-
grants, with an emphasis on barring Jews
in particular. Abraham Silberschein, the
head of RELICO, a Jewish relief organiza-
tion in Switzerland founded by the World
Jewish Congress, originally approached
Barreto, the consul general of Peru in
Geneva, asking him to issue Peruvian pass-
ports for Jews under German occupation.

In the summer of 1943, the Swiss police
asked for clarifications from the Peruvian
Embassy to explain the issuing of a Peru-
vian passport to a German Jew by the
name of GuntherFrank. Barreto responded
in a letter to the Peruvian ambassador that
he had issued 27 Peruvian passports to 58
Jews (including 14 children) at the request

of the Intellectual Refugee Protection
Committee in order to save the lives of
people in German concentration camps ex-
pected to be sent to death.

After the incident came to the attention
of the Peruvian foreign minister, the min-
istry ordered the cancelation of the pass-
ports issued and closure of the Peruvian
consulate in Geneva. In addition, Barreto
was fired from his position and dismissed
from Peru’s Foreign Ministry. In a letter
written on 27 August 1943, Silberschein
described Barreto’s efforts: “Mr. Barreto,
deeply moved by the suffering of millions
of human beings in the occupied countries,
wished to participate in helping to alleviate
the plight of these innocent people, and de-
cided to agree and provide us with a certain
number of passports so that we could send
them to different persons in the countries
under German control. Mr. Barreto was
convinced that by this highly humane deed
he would save a number of people.”

The distinction of Righteous Among
the Nations has been given to about 25,000
people from 50 countries.
